Adopt this Board Revised FY 2019-2023 MSD CIP as a five-year program incorporating
projects and authorizing expenditures consistent with the County’s Phase 2A plan submitted to the
Consent Decree Regulators, including spending commitments for Bridge pro_]ects (as defined in the
Regulator’s June 29, 2018 letter). The Board Revised FY 2019-2023 MSD CIP is a directive from the
Board by which MSD will develop and construct its capital projects for the next five years. By
adopting the FY 2019-2023 MSD CIP with conditions and required modifications, the Board directs
MSD to timely, cost effectively, and accurately implement the Program.

SECTION 4. Direct MSD to provide to the Board a revised FY 2019-2023 MSD CIP Book, no later
than January 25, 2019, including project fact sheets, incorporating the modifications indicated in the
Board Revised MSD CIP attached to this Resolution. County Administration, or its designee, will
assist MSD by providing the necessary information to complete the revised FY 2019-2023 MSD CIP.

c¢. It may be necessary for MSD to modify each year’s Asset Management (“AM’) project list so the
total CIP budget for the out-years is consistent with the County’s projects, sequencing, scope,
and annual targets for each year (2020-2023). County priority AM projects shall not be
removed or modified. MSD will meet with County Administration, or its designees, to
coordinate project details, as needed, and County Administration, or its designees, will assist
and provide MSD necessary information.

SECTION 5. Direct for any capital Allowance funded expense exceeding $100,000, from the
Hydraulic Modeling, SBU Urgent Capacity Response, Critical Asset Management Projects 2019 and
CIP Planning Asset Management Conveyance Projects 2019 Allowances, MSD will provide sufficient
detailed information to justify the expense to County Administration, or its designees, for approval prior
to the expenditure of any funds.

SECTION 6. Direct all previously authorized planning, design, engineering (“PDE”) projects
where funds have not been encumbered by date of adoption of this Resolution are automat:lcally de-
legislated, de-authorlzed and terminated unless expressly authorized by the Board. :

SECTION 7. Direct all construction pnoJ ects not funded and legislated during the year authorized by
date of adoption of this Resolution are automatically de-legislated, de—authorlzed and terminated
unless expressly authorlzed by the Board.

SECTION 8. Dlrect MSD to comply with all Board adopted MSD Rules and Regulatlons and al]
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applicable Ohio laws in the expenditure of all funds and monies, including but not limited to Rule
2407 (Stormwater Separation) and Rule 2405-9 (Memorandum of Understanding).

a, With regard to project 10142916 MLK Sewer Separation at Burnett Woods, included in
the 2019 MSD CIP, the County understands this project will require a Memorandum of
Understanding (“MOU”) with either the University of Cincinnati or the City of Cincinnati.

The funding allocated for this project is for a construction project not to be implemented by
MSD.

SECTION 9. Direct all Allowance budgets are annual budgets and shall not be carried over into the
new fiscal year unless approved in advance by the Board. Invoices submitted to MSD for work
performed in 2018 should be submitted by January 31, 2019. Invoices submitted after January 2019
shall be funded from the 2019 MSD CIP funds.

SECTION 10. Direct building sewers shall not be considered by or included in the scope of work
for Allowances for Main Sewer Renewal Program 2019 (10180119), Manhole Renewal Program
2019 (10180219), and Wastewater Collections High Risk Asset Renewal (10280519) unless
expressly permitted by County Administration. MSD will provide quarterly reports to the County
that detail the amount of spending to date for each Allowance account and certifies that spcndmg is
in compliance with this policy.

SECTION 11. Direct MSD to complete the BCE for the Stonebridge project (10230045) that
provides alternative solutions consistent with the Muddy Creek Integrated Watershed Action Plan
(IWAP); resolves the current overflow problems without pushing any additional overflow volume
downstream; and explores upstream separation options.

SECTION 12. Direct the scope of work for the 2019 Building Sewer Renewal Allowance shall
comply with Rule 2008 or any version modified by the Board. This Allowance is limited to repair

“of failed building sewers. MSD will provide a quarterly report identifying the number and cost of
failed building sewer work performed each month.

SECTION 13. Direct the scope of work for the Emergency Sewer Repair Allowance will be
expanded to include the repair of building sewer failures causing a public hazard. MSD will report
quarterly to the County Administration, or its designee, spending for main sewers and building
sewers. '

SECTION 14. Acknowledge Hamilton County, Ohio (the “County”) may be expected to pay and/or
incur costs with respect to the Project (*“Prior Capital Expenditures”) on or after the date of this
Resolution and prior to the issuance of the obligations (the “Obligations”) which will finance the
projects defined in Exhibits A, B, and for Programmatic Contingency.

SECTION 15, Approve the use of the Obligations in the maximum principal amount of fifty-eight
million, five-hundred nine thousand, one hundred forty-eight dollars ($58,509,148.00) to finance the
costs of the Projects contained in Exhibits A, B, and for Programmatic Contingency, and declares its
intent that any Prior Capital Expenditures made by the County will be made in anticipation of the
issuance of such Obligations to reimburse said prior Capital Expenditures.

Find and determine, consistent with the County’s budgetary and financial
circumstances, it does not have funds currently available and does not expect to have funds available

finance the Prior Capital Expenditures from Projects contained in Exhibits A B, and for
Programmatlc Contingency.

SECTION 18. Direct the County Administrator, the Director or Interim Director of the Metropolitan
Sewer District, the Director of Finance of the City of Cincinnati, the County Auditor and/or US Bank,
N.A., as Trustee, each as applicable, to take the following action at the time the Prior Capital
Expenditures from Projects contained in Exhibits A, B, and for Programmatic Contingency are
reimbursed from proceeds of the Obligations only if said reimbursement relieves the proceeds used for
reimbursement from any restrictions imposed by both legal docurnents under which the Obligations -
were issued and applicable state law: (1) evidence the reimbursement on the books and records
maintained with respect to the Obligations, and (2) identify either the actual prior expenditure to be
reimbursed or, in the case of re1mbursement of a fund or account, the fund or account from which the
expenditure was pald

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that:

1. The sum of fifty-eight million, five-hundred nine thousand, one hundred forty-eight dollars
($58,509,148.00) currently existing in unappropriated funds available for use by the
