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Executive Summary — MSD’s 2020-2024 CIP

This document presents Hamitton County’s five-year budget and plan for the Metropolitan Sewer
District of Greater Cincinnati (MSD) 2020-2024 Capital Improvement Program (CIP). This modifies
the proposed CIP submitted by MSD.

In May 2019, County Administration directed MSD to produce a 2020-2024 CIP that both
included the County’s Consent Decree WWIP Phase 2A plan and stayed within the budget for

that plan. The CIP submitted by MSD in November did not comply with County directioffs. ASOMRS MIN.

Total Spending and Identified Project Breakdown for the 2020 CIP

The Board Modified CIP for 2020 anticipates a total cost of $229 million on 64 projects,
including nearly $52 million in Consent Decree spending. The projects and costs listed for years
2021-2024 represent remaining County Consent Decree Phase 2A projects and a currently
unspecified budget for Asset Management projects. The County and MSD will collaborate to
identify the Asset Management projects for 2021 and beyond. The table below provides the

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In addition to the projects identified in the table above, each year of the five-year CIP also

contains three projects categorized as Other:

Programmatic Contingency: Project budgets in the CIP do notinclude a contingency line item.
MSD uses programmatic contingency to fund construction and design change orders for ali
projects in the capital program. For 2020, the program contingency amount is $5 miliion.
Costs are allocated to specific capital projects as they are expended.

MSD Labor Allowance: Starting in 2020, MSD will use a common allowance to charge
employee labor costs for work done on capital projects. This is a cost-neutral budget item as
the labor costs were removed from specific projects within the CIP book, Ifcostsare notfunded
from the capital budget, the operating budget would need to increase by a corresponding
amount. The annual request is $5 million and is based on known expenses. Labor costs will
be allocated to capital projects at the end of the budget year.

Program Management: This allowance is used to fund consultant support required to
implement the capital program during the ramp-up of Phase 2A of the Consent Decree. In
addition to providing expert staff for ongoing project controls functions (scheduling, cost
estimating, and KPI reporting), this funding allows for the implementation of the new eBuilder
project management information system (PMIS) that is supported by the County and will
integrate seamlessly with the new Project Delivery System (PDS) that is being developed by
MSD staff. The new procedures and workflows being developed and implemented using this
funding allowance will allow MSD to manage the capital program more efficiently and
effectively while providing more transparency through accurate and timely reporting of
program and project performance. The funding request for 2020 is $6.5 million. Costs will be
allocated to WWIP or AM projects as appropriate at the end of the budgetyear.

Solid Waste Management/Odor Control Projects

Also notable for 2020, five odor control projects are being initiated to further a prior Board
directive. As a result of an incinerator shutdown at the Little Miami Treatment Plant in late
2015, MSD began to haul thickened sludge originally destined for Little Miami to various landfilis,
In early 2016, the Board provided policy guidance and directed MSD to develop a County-wide
Comprehensive Solids Handling “Master Plan” consistent with the Hamilton County Solid Waste
Management District Plan. As MSD undertook this effort, its Mission Statement for the Master

Plan was:

To create a 30-year system wide implementation plan including near- and long-term
improvements that improve the reliability of MSDGC’s solids handling assets while
meeting the goal of eliminating offsite odors, minimizing rate impact, providing
community resources, operational efficiencies, ensuring system wide resiliency.
Opportunities for synergies within county operations to enhance regional economic,
social and environmental sustainabifity will be incorporated, within the financial

constraints of affordability for ratepayers.
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Executive Summary — MSD’s 2020-2024 CIP

In May 2019, after four large consensus driven workshops including County representation,
several smaller group meetings, and ten Technical Memos, MSD released the Master Plan to City
Council. Mesophilic Digestion at Little Miami was selected as the recommended path forward to
handle the sludge that can'no longer be incinerated at Little Miami and incineration will continue
at Mill Creek.

While MSD has not yet presented its findings to the Board, a formai presentation will likely occur

in the first quarter of 2020. While some questions remain, the Administration-recommended CIP
includes funding for five projects to support the recommendation. Public Hearings will be '
required for the Board to consider the Solids Handling Master Plan.

Fact Sheets to be Completed
As explained above, this is an atypical year for CIP preparation. The County did not receive MSD’s

CIP proposal until November and that proposal did not comply with County directives. The
County has modified the CiP to meet the Board’s directives, but with only a very limited time to
do so. Normally, every project included for 2020 would contain a fact sheet that explains the
project’s scope, budget and schedule. Typically, these fact sheets are created by MSD and
reviewed by the County before the CIP is approved. But, because the MSD CIP submittal did not
contain the projects from the County’s Phase 2A plan, there are no MSD-produced fact sheets to
- include in this CIP Book for those projects. Some Asset Management project fact sheets provided
in the MSD-produced CIP are also not consistent with County guidance. As a result, not all 2020
Asset Management projects in this CIP Book have fact sheets yet.

The County will collaborate with MSD early in 2020 to produce all missing fact sheets and to
modify those that are incorrect. Once the County approves a fact sheet, the funds for that project
will be released by Board action and the project will proceed.

The project includes the design and construction of a new storage disinfection facility (S8DF) housing chemical
storage and feed equipment for chlorination and dechiorination of storage tank 4 (ST-4) overflows. The
building will be a pre-engineered metal building (PEMB) with pile foundation. The work also includes
installation of chemical feed duct banks to the feed points, upgrades to the existing UV disinfection system,
replacement of an existing air compressor, and implementation of electrical and instrumentation system
improvements.
